1. In the story, the characters know that they are going to inevitably die. Select a character to analyze. Explain how his actions reinforce a thematic message of the story.
2. Why do you think Bradbury chooses to isolate the characters in the story?

3. Identify the protagonist(s) and the antagonist(s) of the story.
4. Create a graphic organizer that identifies each conflict, the type, and how it was used to advance the plot of the story or present a thematic message.

5. Hollis argues that we will all die alone, so everything that we do before our death will become pointless. How does Lespere’s lifestyle debate the protagonist’s perspective?

6. What does Hollis regret? Why does this bother him? Provide textual evidence that will support and validate your response.
7. How does Earth’s gravitational pull on Hollis seem parrallel to Hollis’ character in the story? (Hint: Think about the irony of his overall situation.)
8. Why do you think Bradbury allows Hollis to escape death twice?
9. Would you classify Hollis as a static or dynamic character? (Think about why Bradbury created him with specific traits and qualities.) How did Bradbury use Hollis’ characteristics to advance the plot of the story and provide it with an appropriate resolution?

10. What is redemption? What role does it play in this story?

11. What message does Bradbury send his readers through Hollis’ experience?
12. Do you think Bradbury provided “Kaleidoscope” with a proper ending? Would you change anything? Explain your response.
13. Why do you think Bradbury named his story “Kaleidoscope”?

14. Select a quote from Kalediscope to explicate. In your explication, explain the meaning of your selected quote and how it applies/connects to the story.
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
